The commit-

tee has planned all year for this event and you wonôt be disap-

pointed.  Come join the fun, enjoy the good food and paint with 

your friends. 

 

Be sure to read all the information in this brochure and send your 

registration form with your check by January 15, 2012.  After 

that date there will be a $10 late fee, so donôt be late. 

 

Registration fee:  (see pages 13-14 for the form to turn in)  All 

persons attending meals, classes, activities or teaching a class at 

retreat must be registered.  You may choose to register for three or 

four days with different fees.  Your fee covers your meals and 

other retreat costs.  To avoid a late fee registration must be sent by 

January 15, 2012. 

 

Room Reservations:  You are responsible for making your own 

room reservations at the Holiday Inn Express (931-728-9383).  

Give them the reservation code MTA. 

 

If you need a roommate, please let us know when you register.

Paint Room:  This large room where everyone can set up to paint 

opens every day at 7am and closes at 12 pm.  Please be courteous 

to your neighbor by not spreading out too much and taking up too 

much space.  You will need to bring your normal painting supplies 

with any extras you desire or as requested by your class instructor. 
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 Selling Make-It -Take-It Projects:  Everyone is encouraged to 

bring projects for the Make-It-Take-It tables.  These are one of the 

most coveted projects at retreat, in addition to the classes offered.  

You may bring as many as you would like with a fee of only $3 

per project, which is paid with registration fees.  You must have a 

painted sample of the project  to display, the project surface, a pat-

tern packet with written instructions, line drawings and a color 

photo for each piece for sale.  You must also include at your pro-

ject site all the paint required to finish the project with any other 

items that might be needed, such as glue, string, eye screws, rib-

bon, etc.  Place a large envelope with your name on it, project 

name, and price on the table with your project.  Please collect your 

money each evening.  The project table is set up on the honor sys-

tem.  No markdowns until Sunday morning, please. 

 

Purchasing Make-It -Take-It Projects:  Place your money in the 

envelope provided with the project at the time of purchase.  Do not 

take anything from the table prior to paying as you may get side-

tracked by someone and easily forget.  Take your palette to the 

MITI table and get your paint instead of removing the paint from 

the table.  Please take only what you may need.  Do not take the 

sample from the table. 

 

Sales Table:  There will be one table person available to anyone 

wishing to sell painting-related items.  The rental cost is $5 to be 

paid with registration.  No items, other than Make-It-Take-It pro-

jects, or class related items sold by the teacher to students who 

take the class, can be sold at retreat.  You can bring as much as 

you can get on or underneath one table.  All items must be priced.  

You need to provide a large envelope with your name on it to col-

lect your money.  Please collect your money each evening.  Do not 

put any ñfreeò items on your sales table and no markdowns until 

Sunday morning.
